At Featherstone All Saints Academy we believe PE & Sport plays an important role in making our
vision statement a reality for every pupil, with the potential o change young people’s lives for the
better. Indeed, one of our three curriculum drivers is ‘Sport promoting a healthy lifestyle’
highlighting the emphasis we, as a school, place on the importance of PE to our children.

We, therefore, welcomed the Government's announcement in June 2013 to provide additional
funding to improve provision of physical education (PE) and sport in primary schools. We are
committed to using this resource in developing high quality PE lessons, alongside greater
opportunities for sporting competitions and clubs for all our young people.



The funding - provided jointly by the Departments for Education, Health and Culture, Media
and Sport - is allocated fo primary school head teachers. The funding is ring-fenced and
therefore can only be spent on provision of PE and sport in schools.

In the Autumn Statement 2013, the Chancellor, George Osbourne announced an additional
year's £150m extended funding, taking the total investment to the end of the 2016 academic
year. On 6th February 2014 the Prime Minister, David Cameron committed to continue the
funding for the Primary PE & Sport Premium until 2020.

In 2017 the sports funding was increased for all schools to receive approximately £16,000
per year

Lunchtime clubs to give more children the opportunity to access new sports.

Continue to develop the range of after school clubs offered.

Create an outdoor surface to improve the provision of outdoor sports in all weather conditions.
